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Regular City Council Meeting
Lakeland Shores City Council Meeting Call to Order:  Mayor Brian Zeller opened the January 3, 2019 City Council meeting at 6:30 p.m. 
Council Present:  Mayor Brian Zeller, Council Member Randy Kopesky, Council Member John Bischoff, Council Member Tim Schroeder and Council Member Tom Wilson 
Council Absent: None
Staff Present:  Interim City Clerk 
The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Review and Approve Meeting Agenda: Council Member Bischoff made a motion to approve the agenda, as presented. Council Member Wilson seconded the motion. Motion carried 5-0.  Agenda approved as presented.
Review and Approve Consent Agenda (Items may be pulled for discussion or separate action):
A) Approve December 6, 2018 City Council Meeting Minutes

B) Approve Monthly Claims 
Mayor Zeller pulled Item A, December 6, 2018 City Council Meeting minutes from the consent agenda for corrections. 
Council Member Bischoff made a motion to approve Consent Agenda with the removal of Item A, December 5, 2018 City Council Meeting Minutes. Council Member Wilson seconded the motion. Motion carried 5-0. Consent Agenda approved as amended. 
Mayor Zeller corrected page 3, paragraph 4 to read “He spoke with the Regional Manager, Mr. Paul Christianson from People Services.  People Services is a serve licensed water operator for the City of Lakeland”.

Mayor Zeller made a motion to approve the December 6, 2018 City Council Meeting Minutes, as amended.  Council Member Schroeder seconded the motion.  Motion carried 5-0.  Meeting Minutes approved as amended.
Unfinished and New Business:
Consideration of MNSPECT Contract Addendum and Review of Optional Contract – Mayor Zeller noted a workshop was held prior to the meeting with both candidates for building inspector services in attendance.  The City needs to decide which candidate to go with for the next two years.
Council Member Kopesky stated Mr. Stensland does outsource some services as required but confirmed there is no additional charges to the City.  He inquired about the length of time if some services have to be outsourced.  

Mr. Stensland came forward and stated most services are done in-house so there is not a delay for permits.  The only anticipated delay is if the State is permitting something and typically about ten days.
Council Member Kopesky moved to approve the Optional Contract from Stensland Inspections, as presented.  Council Member Schroeder seconded the motion.
Council Member Kopesky noted he supported the optional contract from Stensland Inspections due to the local proximity and the significant savings to the City.

Council Member Schroeder added he supported the optional contract from Stensland Inspections just as a matter of economics.

Council Member Bischoff stated he is concerned about having someone local providing the services.

Mayor Zeller stated he does not like picking one provider over the other.  Both are excellent choices and he is happy both would like to service the City.  He added he believes he is picking a better fit for the City of Lakeland Shores.  He noted he does appreciate the hob MNSPECT has done for the City.
 Motion carried 3-1 with Council Member Bischoff voting nay and Council Member Wilson abstaining. Stensland Inspections contract was approved as presented.
Review of Scanlan Variance Escrow Billing – Mayor Zeller provided the background for the Scanlan Variance Escrow billing noting the charges were included in the Council packets.  He stated he would like to discount somehow but he does not feel like that is being a good steward of taxpayer’s money.
Council Member Bischoff stated the project was not a small project.  He believes there were costs that went along with that and maybe the City should have billed Mr. Scanlan at more regular intervals so the bill was not such a surprise. The City Engineer is not one to inflate his time.

Council Member Kopesky made a motion to recess the meeting at 7:01 p.m.  Mayor Zeller seconded the motion.  Motion carried 5-0 and a short recess was taken.

Mayor Zeller moved to call the meeting back to order at 7:04 p.m.  Council Member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion carried 5-0 and the meeting was called back to order at 7:04 p.m.
Public Comments:

Mr. Jim Stanton, Lakeland Water Department, came forward and introduced the team that was present representing the water department.  He provided the background of the department, employees and the system itself when they took over.  

Mr. John Thall came forward and stated the system had many issues several years ago.  Many replacements have been completed and there have been many back washings.  The iron is very love but the system is now operating very well. The water reports are available in July of every year.  The 2017 report was distributed.

Council Member Bischoff stated it would be very beneficial if the City if they could notify the City when flushings will occur.
Mr. Stanton agreed that a workshop would be scheduled with the interested cities included and invited to that meeting.
Consideration of Human Society 2019 Contract – A 2019 Human Society Contract was included in the Council packets for consideration.
Mayor Zeller moved to approve the Human Society 2019 Contract, as presented.  Council Member Schroeder seconded the motion.  Motion carried 5-0.  Human Society 2019 Contract was approved.
Consideration of Resolution No. 2019-01, 2019 Fee Schedule – A proposed 2019 Fee schedule was included in the Council packets for consideration. There were no proposed changes from the 2018 Fee Schedule
Mayor Zeller moved to adopt Resolution No. 2019-01, as presented.  Council Member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion carried 5-0.  Resolution No. 2019-01 was approved.
Consideration of Resolution No. 2019-02, 2019 Appointment List – A proposed 2019 Appointment List was included in the Council packets for consideration.  Several revisions and corrections were made to the 2019 Appointment List.
Mayor Zeller moved to adopt Resolution No. 2019-02, as amended.  Council Member Wilson seconded the motion. Motion carried 5-0.  Resolution No. 2019-02 was approved as amended.
Consideration of Resolution No. 2019-03, 2019 Polling Location – Resolution No. 2019-03 designates the 2019 Polling Location for the City and is a requirement per state statute.
Mayor Zeller moved to adopt Resolution No. 2019-03, as presented.  Council Member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion carried 5-0.  Resolution No. 2019-03 was approved.
Council and Staff Reports:

City Engineer – There was no report from the City Engineer.
City Clerk/Zoning Administrator Report – There was no report from the City Clerk.
Mayor and Council Reports:

Mayor Zeller – Mayor Zeller stated he continues to work with the MSCWMO and they are very lucky to have an Administrator that is contracted through the Washington Conservation District.  He stated there has been some interest in having a community wide garage sale weekend this year.
Council Member Kopesky – There was no report from Council Member Kopesky.
Council Member Schroeder – Council Member Schroeder stated that the Veterans Memorial is now officially open.
Council Member Bischoff – Council Member Bischoff stated there have been some nuisance snow falls but not enough to thoroughly plow but the intersections always have to be taken care of.
