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Regular City Council Meeting
Lakeland Shores City Council Meeting Call to Order:  Mayor Brian Zeller opened the November 1, 2018 City Council meeting at 6:30 p.m. 
Council Present:  Mayor Brian Zeller, Council Member Randy Kopesky, Council Member John Bischoff and Council Member Tom Wilson 
Council Absent: Council Member Tim Schroeder
Staff Present:  Interim City Clerk 
The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Review and Approve Meeting Agenda: Council Member Bischoff made a motion to approve the agenda, as presented. Council Member Wilson seconded the motion. Motion carried 4-0.  Agenda approved as presented.
Review and Approve Consent Agenda (Items may be pulled for discussion or separate action):
A) Approve September 6, 2018 City Council Meeting Minutes

B) Approve Monthly Claims 
Mayor Zeller made a motion to approve Consent Agenda, as presented. Council Member Bischoff seconded the motion. 
Mayor Zeller referred to the monthly bill list and noted the median maintenance bill paid to the City of Lakeland was very high this year.  It appears the cycle of the billing is every other year there are additional costs.  He suggested better communication between the cities for this billing to help in the budgeting process.

Council Member Bischoff advised he would speak with the Public Works Director regarding the billing issue and explore other options for the project prior to next spring.
Council Member Kopesky stated a contract for these services should be developed.
Motion carried 4-0. Consent Agenda approved as presented. 
Public Comments: 
There was no on present for Public Comments.  

Unfinished and New Business:
Consideration of Resolution No. 2018-08, LSCVF Pension Fund – Council Member Wilson advised the Joint Powers Agreement requires approval from all included cities to approve a the proposed pension increase.  The proposal is for a $250 increase to the yearly benefit per years of service.  All other communities have approved and the increase is funded by the State Fire Aid.
Mayor Zeller moved to adopt Resolution No. 2018-08, as presented.  Council Member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion carried 4-0.  Resolution No. 2018-08 was approved as presented.
Consideration of Resolution No. 2018-09, Washington County All-Hazard Mitigation Plan – Staff advised the last step in the Washington County All Hazard Mitigation Plan update is the local approval. 
Mayor Zeller moved to adopt Resolution No. 2018-09, as presented. Council Member Bischoff seconded the motion.  Motion carried 4-0.  Resolution No. 2018-09 was approved.
Consideration of Contract Extension – Mayor Zeller advised the building permits current contract does expire at the end of the year.  He stated he would like to table this issue to the December meeting when Council Member Schroeder is present.  He noted a 30-day notice is not required and MNSPECT is welcome to attend the meeting.
Mayor Zeller moved to table Contract Extension to the December 6, 2018 City Council Meeting.  Council Member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion carried 4-0.  Contract Extension was tabled.
Schedule Canvass of Election Meeting – Staff advised a Certification of Election meeting must be held 3-10 days after the election.
A Certification of Election meeting will be held on Monday, November 12, 2018 at 4:00 p.m. at the Lake St. Croix Beach City Hall.

Consideration of 2019 Budget Work Session – Staff advised when the Preliminary 2019 Budget was adopted there was some discussion of holding another budget work session prior to the regular December Council Meeting.

Mayor Zeller stated the remaining issue is whether or not to include the liquor license revenue within the budget.
It was the consensus of the Council to move forward with the budget as set in September.  A budget work session was not scheduled.
Council and Staff Reports:

City Engineer – Mayor Zeller advised the City Engineer did reach out to the City of Lakeland regarding the water quality questions raised at the last meeting.  The City responded and requested being on the December Council agenda for discussion.  He suggested the Council request the annual workshop and invite all the communities.
Council Member Wilson advised he would contact the Public Works Director and request a joint work session.

City Clerk/Zoning Administrator Report – Staff asked Council Members that are running in the current election to submit their required campaign financial reports.
Mayor and Council Reports:

Mayor Zeller – Mayor Zeller stated he continues to work with the MSCWMO through the Washington Conservation District and they are doing a great job for the City and have no taxing authority.  Funding basically is provided through grant dollars.
Council Member Kopesky – Council Member Kopesky thanked the City Treasurer for getting the monthly billing out in a timely manner.
Council Member Bischoff – Council Member Bischoff advised a road project is scheduled for 2019 on 4th Street.  He will check on the work schedule for that project.  He apologized to the residents at the 4th Street and Quinlan area as a stop sign was down and he was out of town.  He thanked Council Member Schroeder for help in getting the pole back in place.
Council Member Wilson – Council Member Wilson advised staffing at the Fire Department is starting to be looked at as the two volunteers are retiring.  The Department is also looking at reworking the vehicle replacement schedule at no cost to the cities.
Adjourn: Council Member Wilson made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Mayor Zeller seconded the motion; Motion carried 4-0. Mayor Zeller adjourned the meeting at 7:40 p.m.
